BUSHFIRE INFORMATION

Whilst it may seem early to be mentioning bushfires, the fire season is nearly upon us and given that
NARACOORTE HIGH SCHOOL IS IDENTIFIED AS A HIGH RISK SCHOOL WHICH WILL
CLOSE ON CATASTROPHIC DAYS and it is important that everyone is aware of the processes.

On days when identified sites are closed due to catastrophic conditions:

1. All buses will be cancelled in the fire ban area whether or not they are identified as extreme, very
high or high risk schools.
2. Information regarding school closures and therefore cancellation of buses will be broadcast on

ABC Radio 1161 just before 6am, 6.30am, 7am, 7.30am and 8am.

An ADVANCE WARNING will be provided by the school TWO DAYS BEFORE a possible school
closure. This will be done through a letter to each family via email and hard copies for those parents who
do not have internet.

CONFIRMATION of the closure will be provided the day BEFORE the school is to close (after 4.00
pm, following CFS advice). This will normally be done via a phone call from the school as well as on our
Facebook Page and Skoolbag app.

In the event of fires threatening a bus or bus routes — any aftected buses WILL NOT be permitted to
leave the school until it is declared safe by the CF'S. Students will be kept at school and cared for by staff,
volunteers and welfare services for as long as is necessary.

Parents/caregivers will be contacted as soon as practically possible.

Students will be released only to:

1. Their parents

2. To other persons authorised by the parents:
* in writing
* documented phone call

The DECD policy is that there is to be no travel out of town when the forecast is for an extreme
temperature.

In the past some flexibility has been exercised around this after risk assessment by sites, however, to
avoid any confusion in this hub area, activities/excursions out of town will be cancelled if the forecast is
for temperatures 36 degrees or over.
